WILLOUGHBY PARISH COUNCIL
ALLOTMENTS POLICY

The Parish Council is owner of the land for the purposes of allotments.

Policy:

1. Residents of Willoughby, Sloothby and Claxby  villages will be given priority in letting.

2. Residents of immediately adjacent villages (any direction) will be given 2nd priority in letting.

3. If plots still unlet, Parish Council has discretion over letting to residents further afield.

4. No bonfires shall be lit other than by prior written agreement.  Allotment holders may use closed top incinerators for disposal of allotment waste only.
5. Allotments shall be for private use only, no commercial growth shall be permitted.

6. Rents shall be payable annually in advance

7. Rents shall be set by the Parish Council and reviewed annually

8. Tenants and their visitors shall not cause nuisance or annoyance to any other tenant or resident in the area.

9. Only one shed shall be permitted per tenant, and that shed shall be a standard type maximum size of 8’ x 6’; any variation to this will need Parish Council’s written consent.  Sheds in situ as of July 2021 which are larger than permitted can remain, permission to be sought for any replacement larger than standard size.
10. Any sheds left on the plot after tenancy ended shall be removed at the outgoing tenant’s expense, unless agreement made in writing with new tenant to take on responsibility

11. Any plot let uncultivated for a period of 6 months without consent of the Parish Council shall be deemed to have become vacant and the Council will give the tenant notice and arrange for it to be re-let.
